Complete immediate assessment of airway, 

breathing, circulation and vital signs, level of 

consciousness, pain, numbness, headache, back 

or limb pain, decreased sensation.

Monitor vital signs and neuro

Treat injuries. 

Monitor closely for 

48—72 hours.
