1.  Identify Cases (skin survey): 
- one or more unexplained rashes 

Confirm Diagnosis: 
- skin scrapings 
- felt pen test 
- consult dermatologist 2.  Institute Precautions: 

- Contact Precautions 
(minimum of 24 hours; for Norwegian scabies 
until cure confirmed) 
- implement Environmental Controls 

3.  Identify Contacts: 
- clients 
- nursing staff with skin and laundry contact 
- household members who are caregivers 

4.  Treatment 
4.1 Treatment Categories 

(categorize contacts) 
 - using line lists 

Category I: 
- Norwegian or 
crusted; heavy 
infestation 

Category II: 
- typical or probable; rash 
on small -moderate area 

Category III: 
- possible; atypical 
or no lesions 

Treat according to Category. 

4.4 Follow-up Observation 
and Treatment: 

- re-treat according to 
categories and if live mites 

Communication/ 
Education: 
- provide ongoing 
information on tx plan, 
control measures 

Consider also: 
- Housekeeping staff 
- Lab/Imaging staff 
- Dietary staff 
- Pastoral 
Care/Volunteers 
- Activity Workers
